Results. According to the content-analysis in both RT and BBC Russia is associated with a sys-
tem of concepts symbolizing power and strength in international relations and is not associated
with democracy or authoritarianism in any way. According to the traditional analysis in RT Russia is
a strong power that shares the values of democracy and is ready to fight authoritarianism at the
cost of renouncing its own interests. In BBC Russia is a weak international relations actor, unable
to deal with the development of its own consistent foreign policy, inclined to support authoritarian-
ism, but forced to give up NATO’s authority.

Conclusion: the researcher’s subjectivity greatly distorts the overall picture, and content-analysis
allows for more objective results. Or the tendentiousness of media channels in forming the image
of Russia is realized by selective coverage of significant events. Within the framework of the mate-
rials themselves, held in the style of objective judgment, it does not manifest itself in any way.
